College. Davies instituted new policies that improved the college including new
uniforms, outdoor exercise, flower hunts and picnics. The 5’9" Davies would of-

ten escort the students to downtown LaGrange carrying a rifle. It was said that if
any of the ladies got out of line she would fire a warning shot into the air. Every-

one knew to take Ms. Davies seriously.
